The hybrid club chip around the green has 
become a trendy shot in recent years and it 
can be a good skill to know in many greenside 
situations. 

This shot will work well when you’ve just missed 
a green and fi nd your ball on a tightly-mown 
area or in an intermediate cut of rough, just off a 
green. It’s especially handy when your ball rests 
against the collar of the rough and fringe.

The heads of your fairway woods are much less likely to dig or 
get stuck in the grass when you’re playing this type of shot. 

Play this shot with the ball slightly back in your stance and make 
a nice, rhythmic putting motion. When you fi nd yourself a greater 
distance from your target than a putting motion will allow, add a 
slight turn away to a slight turn through. This allows for a small, ef-
fi cient motion and adds the power of your big muscles.

In 1950, the City of Miami contained 172,000 residents, lush trop-
ic fruits, broad lawns, sheltering coconut palms and an impressive 
expanse of open water suggest long, lazy afternoons in a perfect 
tropic setting.

Amidst the city just south of Miami Beach between Govern-
ment Cut and Virginia Key stood this lush tropical haven we 
call home.  Fisher Island has always had an 
ambiance of quiet solitude and the feeling 
that there is no one else on the island…yet in 
the 1950’s through the 1970’s the architecture 
matching the original 1920s Spanish style man-
sion had yet to be conceived.

Between the late 1950’s to 1970’s Fisher 
Islands fate was clouded by uncertainty.  In 
1963, Garwood sold the island to the Fisher 
Island Corp., a private investment group includ-
ing C.G. (Bebe) Rebozo and former President 
Richard Nixon. Bought in as a “speculative pur-
chase” they had to overcome many obstacles. Besides the legal 
aspects that accompany land development such as seeking ap-
proval from several local, state and federal agencies they had to 
endure the politics behind personal agendas.  Civic activist Gloria 
Calhoun and Metro Commission candidate Harvey Rubin wanted 
Dade County to buy the land from the Rebozo group and turn 
the island into a county park off limits to automobiles and served 
only by passenger ferries and hydrofoils.  The Park would consist 
of a fi shing village, campground, walk-bikeway, tennis courts 
and picnic area.  In 1974, the county tried to give the sack to any 
sort of development by tagging the island for park and recre-
ation use, yet the County failed to raise enough money to buy 

the island which appraised at the time at about $7 million. At one 
point in order to prevent development of the island Metro imposed 
zoning rules that would allow 1.5 housing units per acre despite 
objections from the developers. The developers took the county to 
court and eventually won the court battle. 

Rebozo wanted to construct fi ve thousand high rise units on the 
island and a bridge to connect it with Virginia Key 
yet bay preservers and environmentalists scuffl ed at 
the idea.  Rebozo and company sought approval 
from Miami to build a causeway to the island but 
couldn’t reach agreement with the city on the proj-
ect and the causeway plan was shelved.

Orlando development company called Wake-
fi eld planned to buy the island and develop into a 
$400 million complex of apartments, hotels and con-
dominiums.  That deal fell through as well.  

After years of court battles and disagreements 
with Metro, City of Miami Beach zoning boards, 

the Environmental Protection Agency, the state Regional Plan-
ning Council, the state Internal Improvement Trust Fund, the US 
Corps of Engineers and other agencies, Rebozo and group sold 
to his nephew Bill Rebozo, Island Developers Ltd. and a group of 
individual investors and Mutual Benefi t Life Insurance of New Jersey 
for $13.2 million.

It wasn’t until November 3, 1977, Metro’s Planning Advisory Board 
approved the Fisher Island luxury project to build 1,200 residential 
units, 200 hotel units, marina and commercial space. Starting prices 
for the units would be $80,000.  After their purchase they begun 
a $593 million dollar face lift to turn their vision into the island get-
away it is today.
